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Due to the passing of Senator Edward M. Kennedy, there will be a Special Primary and a Special Election.

The following is a time frame for the upcoming Special Elections:

DECEMBER 8, 2009 – SPECIAL PRIMARY
Wednesday, November 18, 2009 is the last day to register to vote for the Special State Primary Election.  The Town Clerk’s office will be open from 8:00 AM until 8:00 PM to register new voters or make any change to their party affiliation.

For this Special State Primary Election, only voters enrolled in a party or unenrolled voters can vote.  A person registered in a political designation is not eligible to vote in a party primary.

All absentee ballots must be applied for by NOON on Monday December 7, 2009 and at that time the Town Clerk’s office will close to prepare for the Election.

JANUARY 19, 2010 – SPECIAL STATE ELECTION

Wednesday, December 30, 2009 is the last day to register to vote for the Special State Election.  The Town Clerk’s office will be open from 8:00 AM until 8:00 PM to register to vote.

All absentee ballots must be applied for by 5:00 PM on Friday, January 15, 2010.

APPLICATION FOR AN ABSENTEE BALLOT

There are 3 reasons a voter may vote by absentee ballot:

1) Absence from the town during the hours the polls are open

2) Physical disability preventing them from going to the polling place

3) A religious belief preventing them from going to the polling place.
