Commission Priority Projects, Land Management

Conservation Restriction

Discussion: Scott McFadden, David Osborne and Nancy Hemingway have been working together compiling information for six properties: 2 on River Street, 2 on South Street, 1 on Mount Blue & 1 on Prospect. It is currently pending. Scott McFadden will send an estimate back to David Osborne. 

Senior Work Program extension

Discussion: Ron Mott has prioritized the Senior Work programs into three separate projects: 1) Jacob’s dock and projects. 2) Cleaning of Stonewalls outside licensed fields. 3) Bog clearing.

Dock

Bob Woodill stated that Jacob’s Pond NOI was submitted today and should be scheduled for 9/3/13. David Osborne said that the weeds at Jacob’s Pond would rapidly become a problem.

SUB-COMMITTEE UPDATES 

Open Space & Recreation – Marynel Halatsis – nothing added.
Pathways – Bob Woodill said that they are trying to get more funding to extend from the Middle School to the center of town. They will be on the docket for this weeks meeting.
Trail/Signage – Bob Woodill asked for help on trail signage. He needs to do a formal request to VoTech. They will build the kiosks, which will be stored in Highway Barn. The signs haven’t been done since the kiosks will not be put up until spring. 

Nancy Hemingway said that templates are ready for the signs and need to be reviewed.
Farming/Licensing – Lori Hillstrand said the CSA members are planning to go before CPC for funding to cover their well drilling and electric installation. There are now 70 members @$600/share. 

Discussion: Lori Hillstrand asked the Commission if electricity and the well would be advantageous to the Commission? David Osborne said that they have water from Jacob’s Farm and they were also given town water. The electric would cost $14k (to be put in house and west barn).

David Osborne said that anything that impacts the fields would require them coming back to the NCC.

John Hornstra is coming in to do his farm plans for 2013 and 2014 at the next meeting.

Present: Shawn Boyd & Steve Perry of Gale Associates/ John Chessia/ John Spath

Discussion: Nancy Hemingway distributed the peer review comments and plan to the members.

Shawn Boyd asked for questions from the previous meeting. They have refined the model. They also designed the wall to allow for full hydrostatic pressure. The limit of work from the wall is a 1’ maximum. They have also presented a general construction detail. 

John Chessia then mentioned the pipe that isn’t addressed on the plan. The other recommendation, someone should be certifying the construction of the wall. He then addressed the recharge and recommended that some testing be done so that it is seen to comply with the rate. He recommends that the sediment basins should be sized in accordance with the EPA requirements. Time is required to review the SWIPP prior to the start of work. Mr. Spath said that the project will begin in October, a break in the winter and resume work in the spring.

David Osborne feels that this should be continued after receipt of the SWIPP. Nancy Hemingway would like to see an equivalent of protection for this project outside the construction zone. Sean Boyd said they could have the SWIPP and construction details done in 1 week so that John Chessia can review it prior to the next meeting. Nancy Hemingway will send them a draft of the OOC.

They’d also like to put a deck. 

Nancy Hemingway said that they had discussed the 50’ no–disturb buffer zone in detail and is for the Commission’s discretion. Nancy Hemingway said plantings are complete and they are currently replacing some that were deer browsed.

Nancy Hemingway said there has been no response to violation order. She recommends an EO. See if they respond.

282 Lincoln Street

Nancy Hemingway sent two Enforcement Orders and threatened findings, no response. She recommends using the local bylaw and ticket. It would be $100/day under local and $250 under state. Violation is filing the wetland without OOC and no response to EO. She will work with Ron Mott.

Motion: Bob Woodill moved to fine 282 Lincoln Street under the local bylaw for $100/day under local bylaw, back to the retroactive date voted at the last meeting. 

7 Prospect Street – 

Nancy Hemingway said that we might need to go to EO at next meeting. They’ve had sufficient notice. Filing still not in. David Osborne suggested sending a letter that asks for the filing before the next meeting or fines will be incurred. 

95 Tiffany Road / Van Aken

Nancy Hemingway said Mr. Van Aken responded with erosion controls and filing a NOI. Satisfied.

61 Wilder Road / Williams

Nancy Hemingway said that Matt Williams has cleaned out the area completely and also added a tree sliced bench.

Discussion: Nancy Hemingway said that there are 4 pieces of land that have recently been offered to the Conservation Commission:

                  Masthead - David Osborne presented interest to the CPC and result was positive. (Price  $349k) The town warrant will only be open for a short time and the assessment is needed and not yet done. Marynel Halatsis suggested putting a placeholder on the warrant stating interest.

                 Hatch Lots – Nancy Hemingway presented the property details. The violation for this property was from the owners of 500 Grove Street. Landowner is willing to turn this piece of property over in place of owed taxes. Nancy Hemingway will write a letter with David Osborne to the landowner, after speaking with Bob Galvin, expressing the Commission’s interest in the property, which could be taken for back taxes of $7,800 (3.7 acres).

               Tedeschi Property on Hatchlots – Nancy Hemingway would like to have members consider property. 

Motion: Bob Woodill stated that we would pursue these with Town Counsel and Jim Boudreau and send a letter to the property owner stating interest.

               Mount Blue – 2-acre property is assessed at $16k. It is not buildable. David Turner could be asked to turn this over to the town in place of taxes. No interest by Commission.
