· I cannot confirm all the flags in the field after initial site visit.  A follow up site visit with ECR is being arranged but will not likely occur until after the hearing next Tuesday.  

· Verification of the delineation is only significant if the Commission is in agreement with paving the lower portion of the parking lot rather than requiring that earlier decisions be upheld that it remain stone or crushed stone.

· There have been two prior permits for this site, both of which allowed part of the lower area for parking but required that it be maintained as porous stone as it is in Riverfront Resource Area and buffer zone as well as both priority and estimated habitat. 

· The conversion of the lower area to concrete like material through the unpermitted use of binder materials mixed into the stone and fine gravel has created a violation at the site which the proponent now proposes to make permanent.
