Discussion: John Boardman showed an existing plan of the site. Discussed proposed changes: removing existing (14K square foot) building with construction of a new building (22k square feet), paving the existing gravel lot, movement and installation of a new septic system and fencing. 

They have proposed a plan that is within the approval of the DEP regulations. The 100’ & 50’ buffers and wetlands are shown on the plan. Stormwater on site also discussed.

Mr. Boardman said that Mr. Chessia had submitted a report today and since this hasn’t yet been reviewed, they would like to meet separately to discuss findings. Bruce Humphrey questioned groundwater pollution and green space requirement. John Boardman addressed both questions. Nancy Hemingway presented concerns to be addressed by applicant.

David Osborne suggested an engineering drawing for presentation of current versus new building and a planned site visit. The Commission would also like to hire John Chessia as a peer review agent. 

John Chessia – submitted a letter – this does not include any review of the bylaws and was strictly written for the Planning Board. 

John Chessia was asked to do a peer review. The figure that he gave was not to exceed $2k.
