· Open Space & Recreation – Nancy Hemingway and Marynel Wahl attended a meeting at Woodland’s Trust in Plymouth.
· Land Protection – Update on Stetson parcel prospect – Bill Grafton has made a call to the owner and will continue to pursue the matter. 
· Pathways – Bob Woodill reported that they will be going before Planning Board about the tree removal and Forest Street walls. 
· Trail/Signage – Mapworks is requesting a meeting regarding the trail sign board system. Nancy Hemingway will set up this meeting. All kiosks have been planted. Additional kiosks available for future use.
· CPC –David Osborne asked for the Commission’s position on support for the sidewalk project on Main Street. Bruce Humphrey said that the Conservation Commission’s job is to protect the wetlands resources. This affects the job of our protecting wetlands.
· Farming – Farm License – Main St Field

Nancy Hemingway included the draft license (based on the Donovan Farm license) for discussion and review by Commission Members.
Changes made:  
First paragraph of license agreement -“approximately 3.9”changed to “approximately 3.19” also “Osborne Estate” changed to “Main Street Farm Field”.
Under #2 Permitted Uses – Sentence which reads “The farmer is prohibited from the keeping of farm animals or other livestock on the Licensed Premises” will be changed to: “The keeping of farm animals or other livestock is only permitted with expressly written consent by the Norwell Conservation Commission.”

Under #4d “Commission and any Massachusetts Application Guidelines” is changed to, “Commission and Commonwealth of Massachusetts Guidelines”.

Under #4e “The Commission encourages and promotes (Organic) Environmentally Responsible Farming” is changed to, “The Commission encourages and promotes environmentally responsible farming”.

“Use of pesticides and herbicides, if an emergency requires it, must be reported to and approved by, the Commission prior to use. And then use can only be in accordance with the Massachusetts Pesticides Board Application guidelines for method (including as to licensed appliers), crop, pest and rate” is changed to:

“The use of pesticides and herbicides must be approved by the Commission prior to use. Any use must be in accordance with the Massachusetts Pesticide Board Application guidelines for method (including as to licensed appliers), crop, pest and rate.”
Nancy Hemingway will send this to the Selectmen and Bob Galvin saying that we adopted this as the standard form.

Mr. Tansey explained the changes and said that this has been approved by the BOH. Bruce Humphrey said that the Commission’s standard of decision is whether it is a significant change. Area of selective clearance was questioned by Bill Grafton. Nancy Hemingway said that the water runoff would need to be addressed.
