SCHEDULED DISCUSSIONS

7:00PM: Atty. Walter Sullivan (Re: Grove/Lincoln: Kelly Property)

Present:  Attorney Walter Sullivan.

Walter Sullivan said that he is here to ask for an amendment to the plan submitted to the Commission on 10/20/11. The current plan of 11/2/11 shows a slight revision to the lot lines of the two lots being created, so that they would be eligible for a common driveway. The common driveway would only be 100’ in length, which would make it eligible for a permit from the Building Inspector without having to go before the Planning Board. 

David Magee said that we don’t have any input as to where the lot lines are. The issue, at the last meeting, was that we couldn’t tell what on the plan was changed. In looking at the two submitted plans, there is still no visible difference. Mr. Sullivan explained the lot lines from his prior plan and the plan that was being used by Mr. Sullivan. David Magee said that if Mr. Sullivan is here to have a plan amended, then it can’t be done, since no changes are indicated.

Laurelwood Drive, Lot 1/SE52- 988/Driveway crossing, Replication, Grading for Septic NOI (cont.) 

Applicant: Sy Marcus / Representative: Paul J. Mirabito, Ross Engineering 

Present: Paul Mirabito, Arthur Allen – EcoTec. 

Discussion: Paul Mirabito showed a plot plan with revisions made after the site walk with Arthur Allen and three Commission members. They’ve moved the driveway outside of the wetland. This work is solely for the crossing in the wetland area. The house and septic are out of the 100’ buffer zone.  Brad Holmes submitted a revised narrative for the control of invasive Phragmites species (3142 square feet).   Arthur Allen from Ecotech explained his evaluation and follow-up recommendations. David Osborne said that there was a plan with the driveway going through a wetland area. After discussion with Mr. Mirabito, the road was moved, is now satisfactory, and a peer review was done with significant changes made.

Doug Hardy – abutter – Scituate resident – 2 issues: 

1) Was a determination made as to whether there is a vernal pond on the property?  David Osborne said that the determination couldn’t be made at this time of year. Art Allen explained that he feels there may be a vernal pool but the project has been moved far away enough to not have an impact. 

2) What was being mitigated? David Osborne explained that the invasive species, Phragmites. 

Mr. Hardy then said that there is a wooden stake in the middle of his lawn. David Osborne said that it sounds like a survey marker and that someone will visit his property to review this matter. 

David Osborne said that there has been a peer review and a significant change was made.

Discussion: Mr. Sullivan explained that Mr. McMakin purchased the property in the fall. He then explained the lot plan. It is currently a vacant lot (pictures presented) and they are proposing a 3bedroom, three story house with a crush stone driveway. This will be the first Energy Star home built in Norwell. Wes Osborne and Brendan Sullivan met and staked out the wetland line. There was a septic system proposed for this lot and the house was never built, thus the septic wasn’t installed. There is a meeting with the Board Of Health next week to obtain a variance for the septic system.

Marie Moeller – 88 Prospect Street – wants to know if the owner will be living there. Mr. McMakin said that they would be living there.  She is concerned about possible flooding from the construction planned.

David Osborne suggested that since this is a new plan, we should continue this through to the next meeting. David Magee suggested an Engineering peer review. Wes Osborne suggested putting stakes where the road and house would go. Brendan Sullivan said that the stakes would be placed before the site visit.

Sandra Kalaharis said that it is a fresh water pond and is a good conservation property. One of the action plans was to protect the brook. She feels that the Town would then be diligent with regards to protecting the water at Bound Brook. Studies have been done citing grass eel in the brook. Bound Brook’s water feeds into five other towns and should be protected. Wes Osborne said that the pond is privately owned and is approximately 10 acres. Mary McCarthy suggested that Sandra Kalaharis put the issues in a master plan and submit it by email through Meredith Schmid.
