A peer monitor working on behalf of the Commission with the Authority to stop work to require controls be corrected and replaced as needed was agreed to be the first option to try to avoid litigation while still achieving consistent and effective stormwater control on site and to prevent further sedimentation impacts to downgradient resource areas. 

Atty Galvin will reach out to the proponents Atty to see if this would be considered as a solution by the developer, Toll Bros.
