Bruce Humphrey provided an update on the use of Glyphosate (broad spectrum systemic herbicide). World Health Organization came out with a new study in March and classified it as, “possibly carcinogenic to humans”. He reiterated the smart choice of not using this product on the fields.

Discussion: Nancy Hemingway recapped lot history which included; filling of wetland area (mid 80’s Enforcement Order was issued by DEP), dumping of landscape debris (wood chips, leaves, etc.) has subsequently continued. 1500 cubic yards need to be removed. There is a purchase agreement with a new buyer for #23 Winter Street which brought this violation to the attention of the Commission.
General consensus was that this is indeed an egregious violation and a criminal act that needs to be addressed. There was a discussion of obtaining soil testing and possible fines for the violations. A site visit was requested by Commission members. The date for the visit will be 6/3/15. 

Bob Rego said that the fill will be removed (50 truckloads) to the hydric soil level. A planting of wildlife and erosion control seed mixture. In the buffer zone – numerous plantings and cedar stakes will be marking the no-disturb area.
