Hickory Hill Lane off River St.  EO#1(13) Cugnasca

Nancy Hemingway visited site – cutting was stopped. She is trying to have Mr. Cugnasca to file a new delineation. Discussions are continuing.

61 Wilder Road / EO# 2(13) / Williams

Nancy Hemingway said that the applicant was unsure of his property lines. He is working with the Commission and moving slowly. David Osborne will accompany Nancy Hemingway on the site visit.

282 Lincoln Street / EO# 3(13) / Kenney 

Nancy Hemingway is working on filing an “after-the fact” NOI with a mitigation plan.

They were told to come before the Commission since an EO was filed. David Osborne said he had the EO with the first dumping of loam. He proceeded to have a second dumping. There had been 1-2 dumping’s for the last 4-5 years. It constitutes several feet of loam. He will be requested to remove the loam
