Nancy Hemingway said they had discussed a planting plan with low shrubs and mid-level shrubs (reaching 15’ height). She said that since they are in a watershed protection district, the groundwater quality would be more important than what they proposed for plantings. Recommended the St. Jean’s discuss the damages from use of lawn chemicals with their neighbors. They are in agreement. 

Mary McCarthy suggested an environmentally safe lawn service and having markers be placed along the 50’. Nancy Hemingway recommended erosion control of mulch sock during the work.

This would be a proposed land use for the coming year and a complete land use for the current year. Conservation would have no liability with regards to the insurance. Term of the license would be 5 years. 

Cancellation for farms: David Osborne said that the farmers do not want this to happen. If they are to be cancelled as farms by the town, they require a two-year notice. However, if they want to get out of farming, they would submit a one-year notice. A letter was drafted with this information.
