Applicant: Sullivan Realty Trust (Rockland Trust, Trustee) / Thomas Pozerski, Merrill Assoc. 

Present: Tom Pozerski – Senior Project Manager, Merrill Associates.

Discussion: Mr. Pozerski explained the displayed plan. Wetland flags were delineated by ESC Corporation of Plymouth. He would like to keep the flag numbers that are within the septic repair. He would suggest flags #A8 to #A28. Nancy Hemingway would accept the flags mentioned if the transitional area would be accepted as wetland. Mr. Pozerski said that there are two 90’ trenches to accommodate a 4 BR home. They will go to a Board Of Health on the 27th    for a site grading variance. 

Nancy Hemingway said that there are a number of issues that need to be addressed. The project for the repair of the septic can be approved under this filing.  The extensive wetland flagging system gives cause for concern. She would also like to review the stream. 

David Osborne feels that no decision should be made until the new plan is received. 

Mary McCarthy requested to have silt sock or the mulch bale instead of haybales. 

Jordan Smith – audience member - Encouraged the town to check the deed. Felt the deed was for a 2 BR. Mr. Pozerski said that the water service card states 3-4 BR.

Discussion: Darren Grady explained the two structures closest to Main Street that they are proposing to raze. They’ll keep all work outside of the 100’ buffer zone. They filed an RDA at the request of the agent.

Nancy Hemingway said that she was able to confirm flags 3 & 10. She disagrees with other flags (4,5 &6). Also, there is also inadvertent work in the 50’. There was work done that didn’t come before the Commission (i.e. tree cutting and soil disturbance). 

Augie Bloomstein clarified that the trees were not cut down, but in fact moved to allow for the perc testing. David Magee suggested putting in some erosion control along the 100’ line. Nancy Hemingway recommended approval of the house outside the 100’. Darren Grady said that they have been before the Planning Board and the Zoning Board. David Magee suggested issuing a negative determination with a condition.

SCHEDULED DISCUSSIONS 

Standing Conditions Discussion in Orders - Ongoing Conditions in Perpetuity. 

Nancy Hemingway said that this is a request from the Water Department. They are asking to incorporate consistent regulatory changes. They would like ground water/aquifer protection as a standard condition made by the Norwell Conservation Commission. 

Discussion of Mitigation plantings along resource buffers and site low points to offset potential change in drainage, hydrology and additional impervious on project sites are before the Commission.
