SCHEDULED DISCUSSIONS

Carter Fahey – Stormwater bylaw amendments review and discussion
Present: Carter Fahey – Environmental Partners Group and Paul Folsham – Highway Dept.

Discussion:   Carter Fahey is here to discuss the EPA’s Stormwater requirements. Town must now have an ordinance in place to regulate Stormwater when dealing with construction sites that are over 1 acre. The regulation had been presented to Planning Board. These regulations, required by EPA, have been drafted. EPA will impose fines on towns if these regulations are not in place. The Planning Board will be having a public hearing within the month. The Planning Board will be forwarding a copy to the Conservation Commission.           

Simon Hill – Jack Sullivan to address Commission.

Present: Jack Sullivan – Developer of Simon Hill and Al Loomis, McKenzie Engineering. 

Discussion: Mr. Loomis said that they are looking at alternative plans for the property that is being developed. He presented copies of informational data. The crossing, to access the site for soil testing, is shown. They presented plans for the areas that would be used for testing. They staked these areas and they were reviewed by Wes Osborne. They are showing silt sock on either side of the crossing and a siltation fence to eliminate any sedimentation issues. 

David Osborne said that if they are doing any further work, the Commission should be notified as to the work date and what is to be done. He also suggested using a smaller machine. Al Loomis said that if they are doing exploratory testing, they would need to go down at least 10’ and a larger machine would eliminate repeated trips. Nancy Hemingway suggested additional stabilization for the soil on the cart path (i.e. mesh mat).

Discussion: Paul Mirabito showed the plan for this site and explained the grading. Also explained, was the final design of basins to pick up the water from the sub-drain. 

David Osborne said that we would need to have a plan on what systems will be used. Nancy Hemingway suggested a condition of “no disturbance” within the 50’ buffer zone. David Osborne said that the Commission should have a more definite idea of what is to be done in the buffer zone. 

Nancy Hemingway suggested that she and Paul Mirabito visit the site with Chris Diorio and a member of the Planning Board to discuss this project further.

Discussion: Kevin Grady said that this is a proposed addition on an existing dwelling. John Zimmer delineated the BVW in December 2011. They will be upgrading the existing garage to living space. They are proposing a patio and a planter on the end of the addition. Everything is taking place in existing lawn. Photos of areas were submitted.

Nancy Hemingway agrees with the project but not with the lower flagging. She also suggested the limit of work to be 50’ from the stonewall and that the existing debris be removed prior to work.

Discussion: Nancy Hemingway explained the plot plan and proposed work through PowerPoint. Bill Grafton questioned the black tubing. Phil Upham explained that they are irrigation pipes that were pre-installed not to further disturb the soil. 

Paul Mirabito explained the narrative that was distributed and changes to the plan. He anticipates that the work would take approximately one month. He provided a construction sequence with itemized activities. 

The erosion control measures would be inspected daily. At the completion of the work, the contractor will meet on site with the members of the Commission and Agent to verify and agree to final site conditions, prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy from the Norwell Building Department. The North River Commission has approved this project. Nancy Hemingway said that the plan revisions and narratives meet the minimum requirements asked for by the Commission.

Applicant: Gertrude Daneau / Representative: Josh Bows, Merrill Associates

Present: Joshua Bows, Gertrude Daneau – Chair or Norwell Cemetery Committee, John McGrath – Wetland Scientist that delineated the wetlands

Discussion: Joshua Bows explained that Merrill Associates submitted an ANRAD application and support materials for a wetland located at the end of Stetson Shrine Road. They are currently working with the Cemetery Committee on Phase 1 of the new cemetery towards the end of Stetson Shrine Road. Total town owned property is approximately 136 acres and they are working on 20 acres of the property. Nancy Hemingway showed the location through PowerPoint. The first 4-5 flags were missing. There was very little ground vegetation. They did soil samples at various locations. They went up to flag #60 on the first day. The other flags, to flag #71, were viewed on two separate visits.

John McGrath explained his flag line. Wetland vegetation was listed. He feels that this is a clean delineation. The Commission would review any work that encroaches on the two areas discussed. 

Nancy Hemingway questioned what had been done with Natural Heritage. Gregg McBride offered to address this. He said that a special Town Meeting had a vote to restrict 26 acres on Wildcat Lane. This land was chosen to mitigate the loss of habitat for the turtles. They had gone through an extensive review and found no land that was exactly like this. Working with the folks on Natural Heritage, the 26 acres on Wildcat was found to be acceptable to them.

Sub-Committee updates

David Osborne – The Fishing Derby will require temporary repair of the Jacob’s Pond Dock, which was condemned by the Building Inspector.  David Osborne spoke with Tim _?_  and discussed the decking. It was understood that it would be “un-condemned” when repaired. David Osborne will research what is needed and wait for the anticipated transfer of money.

David Osborne – CPC - Signs and projects with CPC have been wrapped into one list and will be going to Town Counsel to request funding. 

239 Washington Street – Bob Woodill recused himself from discussion. 

David Magee was at the site this weekend and said that there have been issues with Mr. Sullivan. In front of the property is an area of wetland. He also uses that area for stock piling. The silt sock has deteriorated and is no longer serving its purpose. The Stormwater has blown out the mulch in a few areas and siltation is heading toward the wetlands. Nancy Hemingway will visit the location and review the culvert in addition to issues mentioned. 

Agent Report

General update – Nancy Hemingway said that another transfer of funds is necessary since the Commission funds are being depleted.

DiRubbo  - There was a pre-hearing conference at DEP Lakeville today. Nancy Hemingway did significant research, including speaking with Abigail Hardy.  David Osborne and Bob Galvin were also present. Madelyn Morris was significant in promoting the Conservation Commission at the hearing.  

Stormwater Bylaw and Trail Maintenance Fund – Nancy Hemingway said that these were previously discussed.

1890 Old Oaken Bucket  - Nancy Hemingway denied the project start since the erosion control was            half gone. They were also asked to remove the tree in the wetland. 

347 Mt. Blue Street – Jim Trenz

Nancy Hemingway said that there is a significant quantity of junk lined up along side of the access road. There are trees in the wetland. She showed the area and explained the work to be done, on PowerPoint. John Chessia agreed that it is partially done and in compliance with what he asked for, but is not complete. Mr. Trenz is in agreement to doing the work requested. 

Barrell Lane – PowerPoint photos of site visits were shown and discussed. The wetland line done by Art Allen was shown. There was very little stabilization of soils. There was sediment in the road and the water was ponding. David Osborne found silt in the immediate adjacent wetland but not in the brook or the pond. Nancy Hemingway sent a letter stating that they had 5 days to get the covered soils and erosion controls in. She suggested a series of check dams throughout the woods. She suggested calling Mr. Shute and having him present to the Commission. 

Highway Culvert Maintenance – Nancy Hemingway and Paul Folsham looked at both sides of Wildcat Lane. They will put together a standing core of conditions for the Highway Department using the Burlington model for maintenance. 

Damon Farm at Queen Anne Corner – Nancy Hemingway said that they would be using Ecotech – Art Allen. They are aware that the Commission has to approve the third party.
